Besides spiritual enrichment through meditation in God’s 

Word, Alive in Christ may help youth develop a pattern for 

daily devotional life: 

 Bible reading – a short Scripture passage 

 Meditation – devotional thoughts on the Scripture passage 

 Reflection – questions and comments to help apply the 

Scripture to my life 

 Journaling – personal responses to further process and 

reinforce biblical truth 

 Prayer – praising and thanking God, telling Him my 

needs, confessing my sin, and asking for help to follow 

and obey Him 
 

Here are practical ways to use the Alive in Christ devotional: 

 Personal or family devotions. 

 Small group, youth group, or discipleship group 

discussion. 

 Give the booklet to friends and family as a way to share 

God’s Word and God’s desire for their lives. 

 Mail the devotional to students away at college to 

encourage them in Christ. 

 Provide copies for members of a sports team, drama club, 

or music group you have connections with in a high 

school or college in your community. Show hospitality by 

inviting them into your home and sharing a brief 

devotional time.
