However, paid staff  is essential to complete 
the work. Our full-time staff  of Director Marian Christopherson and Administrative Assistant Diane 
Brubakken, along with part-time Customer Account Specialist Scott Olson, keep very busy. Besides 
the time-consuming production work on publications, they are challenged daily with operating the 
online bookstore, fi lling orders, answering phone and email requests, and managing inventory.

Our current fi nancial need is urgent. Designated gifts for projects are important, but we need funds to 
keep our current staff  in place doing the work. We press forward with joy in our Lord’s promise. 
Philippians 4:19 says, “And my God will meet all your needs according to his glorious riches in 
Christ Jesus.”
