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❊ Joseph of Arimathea, a wealthy man, offered to bury Jesus. This was a fulfillment of the
prophecy in Isaiah 53:9: “His grave was assigned with wicked men, yet He was with a rich
man in His death.”
❊ The Bible records at least 11 times that Jesus appeared before various groups of people
before He ascended into heaven 40 days later.
❊ The disciples knew this was the real risen Jesus Christ because they saw the scars in
His hands and feet, they touched Him, and He ate food with them (Luke 24:43).

The resurrection of Jesus is a key doctrine of
the Christian faith that sets it apart from
